I1l. THE PICTURE OF THINGS HEREAFTER, 4:1-5:14
In this vision, two great things are seen. First, the throne of God is seen. Second, God
Himself is seen holding a Book, which contains the destiny of the world in the end times.
However, the Book is sealed, for no one is found worthy to open and execute the events of
the Book. Just when John despairs, One steps forward who is worthy: the Lamb of God, the
Lord Jesus Christ, who was slain before the foundation of the earth.
